Like all mythologies of the past, the Greek Mythology started with the Creation Myth, the story that explains
the origins of life and of all things. This story is in essence an attempt to make sense of life's mysteries, to impose
structure and order in the universe and explain where we came from to define the place of individuals, races and
all people in the universe.

The most detailed account of early classical Creation myths comes to us from Theogony, a poem composed
by Hesiod, a Greek poet in the 8" century B.C.

It is worthwhile to note that in Hesiod's narration about the creation myth, from Uranus to Cronus and then
from Cronus to Zeus, the power was violently seized by the successor, who was challenging his predecessor's
reign through conflict and war.

The New Testament is a collection of works written at different times by different writers. It has 27 books
and falls into three sections: the Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke and John) (&8 $) ; the Letters written by various
Christian leaders to provide guidance for the earliest church communities ($13) ; and the final Book of Revelation

(JB7=3%) .The Gospels are written to present the life and teachings of Jesus in ways that would be appropriate
to different readerships and for that reason are not all the same. In the gospel accounts, towards the end of the
final week in Jerusalem, Jesus had the Last Supper with his disciples, and the next day was betrayed, arrested
and tried. The trial ended in his crucifixion and death. Three days after his burial, he was resurrected and
appeared to his disciples over a 40 day period, after which he ascended to Heaven.
